The kids
are able to choose their own centers to play with for as little or long as they would like. They are asked to clean up
their center before choosing another one.

Circle time has many benefits for development such as social skills, creativity, feeling comfortable in group settings,
cognitive development, and so much more. During this time a teacher will lead the class in going over: the date, days of
the week in both English and Spanish, months of the year, weather, letters, shapes, numbers, counting by ones, tens,
fives, and twos, a song of the week (usudlly including a dance or movements to go dlong with it), and anything else
the feacher sees fit.

We have the students divided into 2 academically-based groups for their lesson time. Each group will have a daily

lesson that includes a worksheet or tactile activity that focuses on math, literacy, handwriting, and/or one of our

monthly themes and focus.

We try to get the kids outside as much as possible! We have lots of ride-on toys, balls, and other play equipment for

the kids to take advantage of. These foys and activities encourage gross motor skills along with allowing the kids to
experience their environment and nature. The kids will go outside in groups and get 30 minutes of outdoor play, and

30 minutes of child-lead center play.
